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Salonul de Grafica Mica A4 este o platforma de explorare a creativitatii si expresivitatii
mijloacelor de exprimare plasticd, in care este transpus un amplu si divers discurs tematic si
stilistic. De la liniile precise si compozitiile riguroase ale graficienilor, la sensibilitatea tactila
a pictorilor ce imbraca cromatic sesnsurile si simbolurile, de la tusele libere si vibrante
ale sculptorilor ce concentreza forme si volume in plan bidimensional, pana la finetea
texturilor si ritmicitatea decorativa ale artelor textile sau iluzia temporalitatii sugerate de
artistii fotografi, fiecare lucrare ne invita la o lecturd atenta, minutioasad astfel incat sa putem
descifra subtilitatile metaforice ale detaliilor, ce strabat spatiul compozitional.

Salonul de Grafica Micd A4 ne propune de 11 ani o calatorie vizuala ce reuseste sa transmita
mesaje puternice prin abordarile tematice ale artistilor. Fie ca vorbim de teme sociale cu
nuante politice, teme existentiale, spirituale sau umane, portrete ce surprind efemerul
sau introspectii relationale, intreaga gama de expresii si medii vizuale conecteaza firele
invizibile care leaga operele, artistii si publicul.

Ovidiu Croitoru, grafician si cadru didactic la Universitatea Nationala de Arte din Bucuresti
este initiatorul si forta motrice a proiectului expozitional. Cu o vasta experienta in domeniul
artelor vizuale el a reusit sa transforme Salonul intr-un proiect artistic de anvergura
internationala, facilitand, astfel, dialogul cultural international. Valorificand potentialul
platformelor digitale pentru a conecta artisti si privitori din toatd lumea, Ovidiu Croitoru a
construit un punct de intalnire al culturilor si al perspectivelor artistice, astfel incat privitorii
online pot admira o selectie de lucrdri fascinate, pline de semnificatii, descoperind, astfel,
un traseu poetic in care valorile artistice se intalnesc si se impletesc armonios.

The A4 Small Graphics Salon is a platform for exploring the creativity and expressivity of the
means of artistic expression, in which is transposed a vast and diverse thematic and stylistic
discourse. From the precise lines and rigorous compositions of the graphic artists, to the
tactile sensitivity of the painters who chromatically embellish the meanings and the symbols,
from the free and vibrant brushstrokes of the sculptors who concentrate shapes and volumes

The essence and prestige of the exhibition, as well as of the previous editions, are preserved
in the albums that Ovidiu Croitoru has made, rightly categorized as reference tools for
the preservation of visual memory, for enriching the artistic archive necessary for various
scientific research, but at the same time, they bring significant contributions to the way the
art is perceived, understood and valued in society.

About perseverance, fruit and good calling

It's the first time in recent years that I've been positively contradicted by a manifestation
in which... | was hardly struggling to believe - A4 graphics annual exhibition (be it
physical, be it online) of the artist-curator Ovidiu Croitoru. | am glad that the master
organizer patiently cultivated his idea which, in the end, bore fruit, because in addition
to its international resonance, the exhibition stands, due to its quality, on any evaluation
scale. Moreover, the selected Romanian artists can without any exaggeration occupy the
podium of the critical judgments of a jury who - who knows, maybe in the near future? -
will reward the excellence of these presences.

It seems, finally — the expected relaxation of the local creator in front of the white sheet
happened as if much too slowly, like a difficult recovery after anillness — that the Romanian
artist achieved to manage his shyness in front of the A4 sheet, this once-restrictive
framework flourishing now, under an effervescent and untied technical vocabulary, of
words-lines that were just waiting to make sense, to overlap, to discover their articulations,
to strengthen each other: the instances of the letter, of the epigrammatic bursts of the
verb and of the recovered spirit of the caricature give birth, under the high pleasure of the
drawing, to stories-diamonds that challenge you to discover point, line, fulland emptiness,
image, content, purpose. Somehow, the visual demonstrations that had long deafened
you with their screams faded away, giving the refined chords, rhythm and measure space
and time to be heard... Any space will be aesthetically impregnated by the visual haikus
written by Carmen Apetrei, Catalin Soreanu, Dana Catona, Elena Scutaru, Stela Lie, Liviu
Epuras, Oana Isar, Rodica Lomndsan, Valter Paraschivescu, Constantin Zgambau - there is,
in these small poems, balance, freshness, invention that confirms the intention, present
gesture and at once free, openness, good question.

Also memorable are the conversation of matter in the “view” of Burak Boyraz, the
childhood of the simple man and art in the “painting” of Dogaisil Aktug, the barrage of
architectural profiles of El Samanaoudy, the square-headed box of Sarah Nesti Willard,
the concentrated story-stamp of Darel Perkins. (I especially wanted to unname at least
5-6 other works, offering to the potential visitors of this online exhibition the joy of
discovering them for themselves).

The personal truth of the artists is poured into all the works, which | will call without
hesitation small chefs d'oeuvres — from the story captured by each frame and from the
points of interest that each artist offers / proposes to us, to the mature and intimately
articulated way in which the structures of these small scenes are written, as if each of

them were a sensitive proof-fingerprint, unique, and therefore precious, of the seeding
passage through the world of these generous creators of forms.

However, | am haunted by the bitter tricsy thought that then and only then we will be
in a healthy and enlightened mental and spiritual climate, when some important social
figure, “art& beautiful lover”, will use the internet to see and to watch art, will discover
these cool micro-essences and place them, huge posters, on the cars of a subway that
would be called the A4RTA Carrier Metro...
